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HELPING LOCAL CHURCHES SPRING 2013 SEMESTER 
 The Spring 2013 semester began on Monday, January 28. The 

doors were opened to 394 registered students on the main    

campus and 25 at the Pomona Valley Extension. For the first 

time, the Monday night classes are all full with at least 47     

students for each of the four classes (Hebrews, Bible Study 

Methods, Women’s Ministries, I Corinthians). Of course, it is a 

challenge to provide parking for over 190 students as well as 

making room for them in chapel. But God has been good and He 

is working out the details regarding adequate space. 

 The Monday morning classes are well attended. New        

Testament Survey II has 45 students and Personal Evangelism is 

at capacity with 55 students.  Attendance is very well on   

Thursday morning also. The Hermeneutics class has 56        

students, while 46 people have registered for Doctrine I. 

 The four Thursday evening classes (Doctrine I, Old Testament 

Survey II, I Peter, Revelation II) have “normal” attendance.  

Approximately 147 students are taking classes on that night.

FROM THE PRESIDENT 
 The history of the Los Angeles Bible Training School: Many 

believers had prayerfully looked forward to a day when any 

Christian, who so desired, would have an opportunity to study 

the Bible systematically in his own community.  There was a 

heartfelt need among many to study the Bible in depth; 

something they had not been able to do previously. 

 The late Reverend Jeremiah C. H. Rowe was among those 

who had great concern.  Eventually he was led, we believe, by 

Divine Providence into personal contact with Dr. J. Vernon 

McGee, the noted pastor and radio Bible teacher.  The meeting 

resulted in the calling together of about twenty-five Christians 

from many different communities of Southern California who 

might be interested in supporting such a ministry. 

 Out of these initial meetings developed the idea which was 

soon to become the Los Angeles Bible Training School 

(LABTS).  Initial classes were started early in 1962 on a trial 

basis to determine if there was enough genuine interest to justify 

continuing them.  The answer was a resounding "yes". 

 A fully organized evening school began functioning in the 

Fall of 1962, with a Board of Directors, a president and a gifted 

teaching staff.  Since our start, God has wonderfully blessed and 

sustained this work to His glory. Praise His Mighty Name! 

 What a history! Yes, praise His wonderful and mighty Name! 

 LABTS exists to come alongside of local churches to help train 

the people of God in the word of God to do the work of God.
