 The home-going service was 

held on Friday, May 8 at his 

home church, Mt. Zion Baptist 

Church in Ontario, California. 

The moving tributes to this man of God flowed 

from family and friends alike.  

 Floyd Johnson was a fixture at the Los      

Angeles Bible Training School. He was a part of 

the school’s first graduating class in 1965.  

 Also, he was called to minister at Graham 

Baptist Church at 87th and Grape Street in 

Watts. The church had committed to giving its 

facility to LABTS, pending Pastor Johnson’s 

success as Pastor/Teacher. Success abounded 
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 There were 18 graduates 

(10 men and 8 women) 
 

 The shortest time it took a 

student to graduate was 3 

1/2 years and the longest 

time was 18 1/2 years 
 

 The youngest graduate 

was 25 years old and the 

oldest was 82 years old 
 

 The average age of the 

graduation class was 53 

1/2 years old 
 

 This was the first graduat-

ing class where the non-

African American students 

were the majority
