
 It is imperative that each believer be a student 
of God’s Word.  This truth is taught in both the 
OT and NT.  In the apostle Paul’s final words to 
his spiritual son Timothy in II Timothy 3:14-17, 
he stresses the importance of the word of God in 
the believer’s life. 
 The apostle informs his spiritual son that dan-
gerous times are coming, in fact, they were al-
ready present (3:1-9).  In light of these danger-
ous times, Timothy is to follow the example of 
Paul (3:10-13) and also must make sure that 
Scripture plays a vital role in his life (3:14-17).  
This emphasis upon the word of God in Timo-
thy’s life instructs the believer that he or she 
should be a Bible student. 
 You should be a Bible student that you may 
resist the times (3:14-15).  In order to stand 
against the dangerous times, the believer must, 
like Timothy, remain loyal to God’s word.  
Timothy is commanded to “continue in the 
things” he has learned and become convinced of 

(3:14a).  Not only did God’s word inform Timo-
thy, but it also convinced Timothy and gave him 
convictions based upon what “Thus saith the 
Lord”.  The motivation for Timothy remaining 
loyal to God’s word comes from Timothy re-
membering who taught him (3:14b) and also his 
training in Scripture that began as a child (3:15). 
 You should also be a Bible student that you 
may be ready for the times (3:16-17).  The be-
liever is to be different and is also to make a 
difference.  The one who is ready for the times 
is convinced of the origin of the Bible (3:16a).  
He knows the Bible comes directly from God’s 
mouth.  He is also convinced about the profit-
ability of the Bible (3:16b).  The God-breathed 
word is beneficial for teaching, reproof, correc-
tion, and training.  The ultimate goal of the God-
breathed profitable word is that the believer be 
“equipped for every good work” (3:17).  In other 
words, he or she is ready to make a difference.  
 May God help us to be Bible students!

The second 
phase of the project is to build separate dormitories for male 
and female campers.  They are networking with different local 
churches in the southern Philippines to make this camp minis-
try known and accessible.  We covet your prayers in this awe-
some task of ministry.  To God be the glory!” 
 The study of God’s word should lead to effective Christian 
service.  We are thankful to God that He has called the Alotas 
to be used by Him to reach people in the Philippines with the 
gospel of Jesus Christ.  Please keep them in your prayers and 
ask God to do a mighty work in their lives and in the lives of 
those that they minister to in their camp ministry.
